Nothing in our lives could be more important than learning God’s Word.


In the Rebuilder’s Guide book, begin at pages 14-15. There is a chart to help begin your daily reading of the Word of God. You can zerox this chart and check it off each day.


When you finish the Psalms and Proverbs, read a few chapters more in an effort to get through the entire Bible. The easiest thing to do is just start in Genesis, read 3 or 4 or 10 chapters each day. Or read 3 from the Old Testament and 2 from the New. Whatever you’re comfortable with. 


Start small. One chapter from each is OK. The secret to success is just to keep going, day after day. When you look back, you will be amazed at how far you got.





If you don’t read anything else from this book, make sure you read every day from God’s Book.





But if you want to read a little bit after you’ve read the Bible, then just check off each day as you go along.

( Day 1 — Think “Builder” 	p. 1-7


We are not “Re-builders,” we are just builders. Read what “a builder is…” on p. 7. Every Christian should be a “builder.” Substitute “build” for “rebuilder” in each of the seven goals on page 3. Pretty cool, huh? All Christians should have these goals.





Looking over the Rebuilder’s Guide


You can do the next seven “days” all at once, or just take a minute or two each day to survey the book. Each day we will look at one of the seven goals of a marriage “builder.” 





( Day 2 — Building a Heart that Seeks God 	p. 4


If God is God, then He deserves our worship even if He doesn’t make all we do prosper (p. 9). We should seek God because we owe Him everything. We shouldn’t ask, “What’s in it for me?” We must commit ourselves to seek God in the six ways mentioned on p. 4 (Goal 1).





( Day 3 — Building a Commitment to God’s Design for Marriage 	p. 4


Is it true that less than half of all marriages survive – even among Christians? Christians are supposed to be the Bride of Christ. If we take that seriously, we will be committed to our marriage, which illustrates our salvation through Christ. How much do we know about the important spiritual truths illustrated by marriage?





( Day 4 — Building a Clear Conscience and a Forgiving Spirit	p. 4


This book is published by the Institute in Basic Youth Conflicts (p.2). Many of the conflicts people experience in marriage are actually conflicts they have brought into the marriage from their youth. Do we know the ways past guilt causes present bitterness and conflict?





( Day 5 — Building our Marriage 	p. 4


Broken marriages are always caused by sin. Do we know how to keep ourselves from sin? Do we know how to keep our spouse free from sin? Do we know the basic needs of our spouse? We’ll be finding out more as we read chapter 4.





( Day 6 — Building a Learning Relationship with our Children.	p. 5


Even if God chooses to withhold children from a marriage, both partners will still have an obligation to teach younger Christians. Do we know how to be mentors? It is better to begin thinking about this and learn how before the need arises.





( Day 7 — Building Past Failures into a new Life Message	p. 5


We all sin. If we continue to sin, our life says to others, “It’s OK to sin —Look: I’m doing it!” If we see how our sins offend God and hurt others and we stop sinning, our life has a much better message. Do we know how to develop a “life message” to explain to others how God is working through our sinful weaknesses to show the greatness of His power and the riches of His grace?





( Day 8 — Re-Building the Damaged Marriages of Others 	p. 4


The Bible says that older couples have a duty to help younger couples. There aren’t too many couples who take that command seriously. We need to be committed to building a better future for other couples. The time to start building the future is now.





( Day 9 — Building a Heart that Seeks After God 	pp. 10-11


Let’s take the quiz on pages 10-11. Have a good laugh at the first two questions. Now think about questions 3-18. The purpose of these questions is not to make us feel like failures. This book will show us how to answer these questions in the right way, and for the right reasons (some Christians might be able to answer these questions the right way, but perhaps not for the right reason). As you think about each of these questions, let the Spirit build excitement and hope in your hearts.





( Day 10 — True Motives for Seeking After God 	p. 12-13


There are lots of Christians who have good goals, but they seek these goals with the wrong motivations. The Table on pages 12-13 helps us establish good goals, but then prompts us to examine our hearts and make sure we seek these goals for the right reasons. Asking these questions will help us grow, and that will help build our marriage.





( Day 11— Learning Who God Really Is	p. 16


God reveals Himself through His Names. The more we understand His Names and relate them to the needs and fears of our lives, the more we will enjoy God; the stronger our marriage will be. Our trust in Him will grow.














( Day 12 — 1. Jehovah-jireh 	p. 17


Abraham was willing to give the most precious thing in his life to God, believing that God would preserve it, or resurrect it, or replace it with something greater. Are we willing to give our most cherished affection to God? Our jobs? Our house?





( Day 13 — 2. Jehovah-rophe 	p. 17


God wants to replace our bitterness with sweetness. Are we harboring bitterness which will spill over to our spouse and to others?





( Day 14 — 3. Jehovah-nissi	p. 18


We cannot win the battles we will face in our marriage without prayer. What steps can we take to support our sometimes weak efforts at prayer?





( Day 15 — 4. Jehova-M’Kaddesh	p. 18


The Bible says that we are to be holy as God is holy. Is it possible? Only if the Perfect Man Jesus Christ lives in and through us. Christ must live in and through our marriage to make our marriage holy.





( Day 16 — 5. Jehovah-Shalom	p. 19


We are called to be Peacemakers. One of the saddest things a person can see is two people who are married and have to live together even though they are at war with each other. Our God is the God of Peace. Our Savior is the Prince of Peace. He gives us the power to bring peace to our marriage and to our world.





( Day 17 — 6. Jehovah-Tsidkenu	p. 19


Many Christians believe they are “under grace” and are not obligated to obey God’s Law. Does this mean they can be unfaithful to their spouse? Jesus did not come to annul God’s Law, but to purify it from Pharisaic distortions. We worship a God of Righteousness.





( Day 18 — 7. Jehovah-rohi	p. 20


Life isn’t perfect. There are many challenges we face each day. Each of these imperfections are opportunities to let God be our Shepherd, and to lead us where He knows best.





( Day 19 — 8. Jehova-shamma	p. 20


Even marriage does not end loneliness. Even together we can still be alone in the world. Everywhere and at all times, “The Lord is there.”
