He was stationed in Camp Lejeune, N. Carolina.

He was married but this wife was killed in a fire.

He married Mary Catherine Henry who had 2 children by a previous marriage. They lived in Flippin.

He had lung cancer in one lobe, which was eliminated with surgery in Little Rock.

Junior was best man at his brother Jimmey’s wedding, 1955, Branson, MO.

He died of heart attack, 1933, while fishing near Flippin. Fishing was his favorite activity.
