Admittedly, John Calvin affirmed the ethical legitimacy of the State. But we believe that everything else Calvin said logically leads to anarcho-capitalism. 

· His followers were unsurpassed in their critique of statism
 and their ideas of Republican representation and man's depravity gave birth to the American revolution and system of limited government.
 

· The Founding Fathers -- even so-called "deists" like Benjamin Franklin -- believed that American history was personally shaped by the direct intervention of God. History has shown that Calvinism has been the greatest motivating force for the Christian Reconstruction of society. 

· While not everyone in American history may have called themselves Calvinists, their thoughts and institutions have been shaped by those who did.

We are losing what the Founding Fathers fought for. The house they built is being eaten by termites. To restore it, we must replace each plank of wood with Calvinist wood free of all unBiblical termites. Those termites, we contend, are "archist" notions of the ethical legitimacy of institutionalized sin which we call "the State," notions which affect citizens as well as politicians.
